Dr. Yong Zhao

Yong Zhao is Presidential Chair and Associate Dean for Global and Online Education at the College of Education, University of Oregon, where he also directs the Center for Advanced Technology in Education (CATE). Prior to his appointment at Oregon, he was University Distinguished Professor, founding director of the US-China Center for Research on Educational Excellence, founding director of the Center for Teaching and Technology, and executive director of the Confucius Institute at Michigan State University. Zhao has published over 20 books and 100 articles. His most recent books include Catching Up or Leading the Way: American Education in the Age of Globalization and the Handbook of Asian Education. He has also developed computer software, including the award-winning ZON, the world’s first massively multi-player online role-playing game for studying Chinese. He has consulted with government and educational agencies and spoken on educational issues in many countries on six continents. His current work focuses on designing 21st Century Schools in the context of globalization and the digital revolution.

The 15th annual ORATE conference organizers invite participants to address the theme, Creating a Community of Learners: Guiding the Future of Education, by sharing papers about research, practice, policy, theory, and model programs.  

We invite proposals that address one or more of the following conference questions: 

· Vision 

a. How do we envision the educational changes that will impact the future of teacher education?

b. How do we use technology to create new and innovative practices for teaching and teacher education?

· Teaching and Cultural Competence 

a. How do we model effective instructional practices that are grounded in current research and policy in our teacher education programs?

b. How do we support a diverse community of learners in preK-20 settings while promoting social justice and making connections with instruction to families, culture, and community?

c. How do we provide mentoring and support to novice teachers and novice teacher educators?

· Scholarship and Professional Development 

a. How are we developing common frameworks and understandings of the knowledge of teaching and learning to teach?

b. How are we facilitating research that is based on reflective teaching practice and the examination of beliefs that connect to practices in teaching?

c. How do we use research to inform and influence the public and policy makers concerning issues that impact teaching and teacher education?

· Program Development and Collaboration 

a. How do cross-institutional and cross-university-school partnerships (preK-12) inform the design, development, and modification of teacher education programs and curriculum?

b. How are we providing leadership to the educational community in the incorporation of innovative practices?

Concurrent sessions at the 15th annual ORATE conference will be approximately 50 minutes in length.

Colleges and universities are encouraged to submit proposals for a student poster session.  Faculty may submit proposals for groups of students to present individual posters or computer-based projects.

Proposal Submissions

Complete and submit these two components:

1. Cover Page for all submissions consists of one page which must include the following:

· Title of Session

· Session Organizer:  List name, title, institution, mailing address, home and office phone number, fax number, and e-mail.

· Additional presenter(s) address(es):  List names, titles, institutions, addresses, including e-mail.

· Summary for Conference Program:  Describe the session in 30 words or less for use in the conference program.  Be precise in describing the content of the session to aid attendees in selecting topics relevant to their interests.  Summary may be edited by the program committee prior to the conference.

2. Proposal Description for all submissions consists of the following:

· Title of Session

· Description of the presentation:  The description needs to be typed, double spaced, and limited to 250 words.  To ensure blind peer review, please do NOT included presenter names or institutions, or any other information that will identify you or your institution.

· Identify which conference question(s) the proposal aligns with (listed previously).

NOTE:  ALL PRESENTERS MUST REGISTER FOR THE CONFERENCE.
Acceptance of the proposal does not exempt presenters from paying conference registration.

Due Date for Proposals: November 28th, 2011 by 11:59 p.m.

Notification of acceptances will be emailed to the session organizer by December 5, 2011.
